CIRCULAR

The Department of Science and Technology (DST), Government of India, has launched the

“Innovation in Science Pursuit for Inspired Research (INSPIRE)” programme in December 2008. The
Executive Council in its meeting held on 14.11.2011 vide Resolution 6.1 approved the adoption of INSPIRE
Faculty Programme Scheme of DST to recruit new dynamic faculty in Science Schools. The Inspire Faculty
Award intends to provide 5 years contractual research award to young achievers for independent research and
emerge as a leader in future science & technology. In order to provide necessary lab/logistic facility to the
Inspire faculty in the concerned Schools/Special Centres for conducting research, it is felt that proper guidelines
may be framed to induct the INSPIRE faculty in JNU.

The Vice-Chancellor has approved the following guidelines for DST Inspire faculty in JNU:

The INSPIRE faculty will first approach to the concerned Dean of School or Chairperson of Special
Centre alongwith the award letter and his CV indicating his date of birth, category and year of award of
highest degree.

The Dean of School/Chairperson of Special Centre will be required to discuss the matter among the
faculty members whether the School/Centre is willing to provide a congenial atmosphere to the Inspire
Faculty to excel in their work, and should view them as potential assets for faculty development and to
undertake providing them the necessary lab & logistic facility as per his/her field of specialization.

It may also be decided how the INSPIRE faculty can help in sharing the teaching load of the
School/Special Centre if he/she is given affiliation.

The proposal may be forwarded for approval of the Competent Authority alongwith recommendations
of the School/Special Centre. It may be ensured that the candidate should not be allowed to join
the School/Special Centre without prior approval of the Competent Authority. It is desirable to
endorse such proposal(s) well in advance for approval so that last minute rush/last date can be avoided.

After approval of the Competent Authority, the Academic Branch-II will issue an Office Order
regarding induction of the INSPIRE faculty as per DST Inspire Faculty rules and guidelines and
forward the Undertaking duly signed by the Registrar to DST for releasing funds.

There will be no financial liability on the part of the University. All expenditure on account of travel
within India or abroad will be met by the candidate out of his DST Inspire Faculty Research Grant.
However, the University will sanction duty leave on the recommendation of the School/Centre
concerned wherever necessary.

No claim will be entertained from the Inspire Faculty to absorb him/her on a permanent faculty position
in the University. However, the candidate is free to apply for a permanent faculty position in the
University or elsewhere during the tenure of DST Inspire faculty award.

The DST Inspire faculty award will be regulated as per Inspire faculty Guidelines of Department of
Science and Technology, Government of India.

The above guideline is circulated among all Deans of Science Schools and Chairperson of

Special Centres for strict compliance.
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
